The successful candidate will oversee governance of Schulich Dentistry, all aspects of dental education, have
a clearly defined vision that fits with Western as being a research-intensive university and build an environment
that fosters a positive morale amongst faculty, staff and students. He/she will preferably be a clinician or
clinician scientist and hold a DDS, PhD/DDS or equivalent, and be eligible for full or academic licensure within
the Province of Ontario. In exceptional circumstances, an outstanding PhD candidate with commensurate
experience in dental education may be considered.

The successful candidate will hold an academic appointment at the rank of Professor (preferred) or Associate
Professor with Tenure. Compensation for this position will be commensurate with qualifications and
experience. He/she will be appointed to the Vice Dean & Director role for a five year term and will report
directly to the Dean of the Schulich School of Medicine & Dentistry. There is a possibility of renewal for one
additional term. Anticipated start date is January 1st, 2017 or as negotiated.
